The state information department said five
teams of the National Disaster Response Force,
six platoons of the State Disaster Response Force,
ateam of the Air Force, two columns of the Army,
and two teams of the Indian Navy apart from
local rescue teams were involved in the opera-
tion. “The rescue operation was still on," Yadav
said. Sanghavi told reporters the state had
formed a committee to conduct a probe into the

bridge collapse.

Oreva had carried out the repair work of the
bridge for nearly seven months before it was
reopened for the public on the Gujarati New Year
day on October 26. The bridge was reopened after
a private inaugural event and was yet to receive
the municipality’s “fitness certificate,” a civic

official said.

World leaders, including Russian President
Vladimir Putin and Israeli Prime Minister Yair
Lapid, extended their condolencesto the families
of the people who lost their lives in the accident.
